Homework Expectations explained for Parents
We ask families to support reading, spelling and mathematics at home. Below is an outline of the activities that the children should be completing. 

Mathematics — The 99 Club
All children Year 1 to Year 6 take part in a progressive mental maths programme building fluency in multiplication and division.
Children are tested every Friday; they have 5 minutes to complete questions.
If all answers are correct two weeks in a row, children move up a level.
Programme begins with doubling and repeated addition, then introduces times tables and division, progressing up to the 99 Club and Elite Club (Bronze, Silver, Gold). All sheets are available to be viewed on the school website. 
At home: Practise on Times Tables Rock Stars for 10 minutes daily. Practice sheet for 99 club. 

Reading — Every Day Counts
Children should read every day for at least 10 minutes; diaries are signed at home and checked in school.
All children benefit from reading aloud and being read to.
EYFS & KS1: A phonics book (read by the child to an adult) and a Reading for Pleasure book (read by an adult to the child).
KS2: Children choose an age-appropriate book from school, and parents record when they have listened to their child read.

Spelling — Build Over Two Weeks
Spellings are sent home every Friday; children have two weeks to practise. Checked through low-stakes quizzes.
KS1: Spellings aligned to individual phonics levels. Active Spelling begins in Spring Term of Year 2.
KS2 — Active Spelling: Week 1: New spellings taught and sent home Friday. Week 2: Practise and review; a short, low-pressure quiz on Friday.
Parents receive a menu of strategies to support practice at home.
